The Faribault Wrestling program continues to build 
towards future success.   
           The Falcons once again were 

represented at the Minnesota 
State Tournament this past  
season.  Nick Knott (11th 
Grade), seeded fifth at the      
Section tournament, wrestled 

his way to the semifinal match 
where he lost to the eventual champion.  

Nick, then stormed his way back and earned a true-
second match, where he dominated from whistle to 
whistle.  At the State Tournament, Nick was one match 
short of being named All-State.  Nick was nearly joined 
by teammates Cole Wilson (11), Caleb Breyer (11) and 
Brandon Peters (8).  All three wrestlers placed third at 
the section tournament, just missing a trip to St. Paul.  
The Falcons will no doubt be well represented in 2009-
2010 season. 
 
The Middle School wrestlers continue to make big 
strides in recapturing the vision of a  storied program.  
However, the story continues to be the rise of the 
Youth Wrestling Program.  For the second straight year 
the Falcons have brought wrestling to the elementary 
schools with each Elementary School having its own 
team.  Lincoln, Jefferson, Roosevelt and the Academies   
practice twice a week after school and then compete 
against each other in dual meets on Friday evenings.  
High School and Middle School coaches and their ath-
letes serve as the youth coaches.
